7. PREAMBLE

15T WHEREAS subsection 31(1) of the Pofice Services Act provides that a Board is
responsible for the provision of police services and for law enforcement and crime
prevention in the municipality and shall:

b. generally determine after consultation with the Chief of Police, objectives
and priorities with respect to police service in the municipality;
i establish priorities for the effective management of the police service, and
e. direct the Chief of Police and monitor his or her performance;
[ ed AND whereas subsection 31(6) of the Police Services Act provides that the Board

may, by by-law, make rules for the effective management of the police service;

1.3 AND whereas O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes standards for adequacy and effectiveness of
police services;

1.4 AND whereas subsection 5(1)(a) of O. Reg. 3/99 requires the police service to have
a communication centre;

1.5 AND whereas subsection 5(3) of O. Reg. 3/99 allows a police service to access the
services of a communication centre by contracting with another municipal
emergency service, contracting with another police service, or entering into
arrangements to provide the services of a communication centre on a combined,
regional or cooperative basis;

1.6 AND whereas subsection 5(6) of O. Reg. 3/99 requires a communication centre to
operate 24-hours a day with one or more communications operator/dispatcher to
answer emergency calls for service and maintain an constant two-way voice
communication capability with police officers who are on patrol responding to
emergency calls;
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
