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BY-LAW NO. 216 - 2000

A BY-LAW RESPECTING
DOMESTIC/FAMILY VIOLENCE
(LE-024)

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS subsection 31(1) of the Police Services Act provides that a Board is
responsible for the provision of police services and for law enforcement and crime
prevention in the municipality and shall:

b. generally determine after consultation with the Chief of Police, objectives
and priorities with respect to police service in the municipality;
o3 establish priorities for the effective management of the police service, and

direct the Chief of Police and monitor his or her performance;

AND whereas subsection 31(6) of the Police Services Act provides that the Board
may, by by-law, make rules for the effective management of the police service;

AND whereas O. Reg. 3/99 prescribes standards for adequacy and effectiveness of
police services;

AND whereas subsection 12(1)(d) of O. Reg. 3/99 requires the Chief of Police to
develop and maintain procedures on and processes for undertaking and managing
investigations into domestic/family violence occurrences;

AND whereas Part LE-024 of the Policing Standards Manual (2000), a copy of
which is attached hereto as Appendix A, contains guidelines directing the Board, the
Chief and members relative to the police response to domestic/family violence
occurrences;

AND whereas it is the purpose of this By-law to ensure that the service has a policy
in place which aims to reduce violence against women by encouraging an effective
and consistent response to domestic/family violence occurrences and by
establishing a community protocol which takes a collaborative approach utilizing all
available community resources.
